Mounting Clip Installation

Slide the mounting clip onto the body of the sensor. Insert two screws through 

the mounting holes and into the surface you are mounting against.

Thru-Wall Mounting Bracket Installation

Drill a 5/8” hole through the wall, duct, etc. that you would like to 

monitor, and secure the mounting bracket with two screws.

Insert the temperature probe into the mounting clip, and tighten 

mounting bracket collar with existing screw.
